Aggregates Levy Fund for Wales

The Aggregates Levy is a tax on the commercial quarrying of
certain aggregates, paid direct to HM Revenue and Customs. In
2002 the Government decided that some of the money raised by the
Aggregates Levy could be used to fund projects that reduce the affect of past, present and
future aggregates production, or reduce the need for primary aggregates extraction
(quarrying). The Welsh Assembly Government gets a share of this money, currently £1.6
million a year. The Fund is managed by the Welsh Assembly Government and the fund
managers are currently inviting applications from; voluntary & community organisations,

local authorities and research establishments.

To qualify for funding it is important that an applicant organisation can establish a clear
relationship between their project and aggregates extraction. The criteria specifies that
there must be demonstrable impact of the aggregates extraction upon local people and
their community, the environment or the economy, and the project sponsors much show
how their project will reduce these impacts. Application is by completion of their application
form available from: ALFW Unit, Policy Branch, Planning Division, Welsh Assembly
Government, Cathays Park, Cardiff CF10 3NQ. email: ALFW @wales.gsi.gov.uk 029 2082
3261 or 029 2080 1492.

WREN - next application deadlines approaching

WREN which provides funding for community, heritage and environmental projects in
areas close to landfill sites by awarding grants for environmental, heritage and community
projects has announced the first application dates for 2010. Funding is available through
three grant programmes. The small grants programme which provides grants between
£2,000 and £15,000 with a total project cost of under £50,000; the WREN Main Grant
Scheme offers funding of between £15,001 and £50,000 and the Biodiversity Action Fund
which provides funding of between £75,000 and £250,000 to deliver biodiversity
improvement projects under Object DA. Eligible organisations that can apply for funding
include environmental organisations, voluntary groups, charities, not-for-profit
organisations and community groups. The application deadlines are the 17th March 2010
for the main and small grants programme and the 29th January 2010 for the Biodiversity
Action Fund.

Climate Change Fund Grant Scheme - deadline approaches!

The Welsh Assembly Government has established a Climate Change Fund grant scheme
and is working with WCVA and Environment Wales to enable groups to access the funds.
The scheme administrators are looking to attract third sector organisations, which have yet
to engage with climate change action. These small grants (from £200 to a maximum of
£2,000) will be used to help promote, educate and enable those who up until now have not
worked to combat climate change.

Forest Education Initiative (FEI)

Forest Education Initiative (FEI) aims to increase the understanding and appreciation,
particularly among young people, of the environmental, social, and economic potential of
trees, woodlands and forests and of the link between the tree and everyday wood
products. The work of FEI is achieved by local groups, known as 'cluster groups'. FEI
encourages and supports the formation of voluntary cluster groups at local and regional
levels. FEI cluster groups informally bring together individuals and organisations who want
to educate others about trees and wood, and those directly involved with woodland
ownership and management and related timber industries. Involvement is open to all those
who wish to further the aims and objectives of FEI. The FEI Partnership Fund - The FEI
Partnership Fund is specifically to support the work of FEI clusters. It is a challenge fund,
which means that applicants are competing for a limited amount of money in each financial
year. Match funding is essential and preference is given to clusters that seek private sector
support. The maximum amount that can be applied for in a single application is £5,000 and
the minimum amount is £201.There are three funding rounds a year with closing dates 1st
